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Policy

We recognise:

· That sustainable development is essential and that higher education has a responsibility to contribute to this objective. 

· As part of the £8 billion spent in the higher education sector on purchasing we have an ability and a responsibility to use our expenditure to contribute to lower carbon emissions, and aid development in the Global South, whilst maintaining a strong commitment to upholding human rights globally.

The following are now ..................... University's  policy:

· Strategy

That this university will 'Buy Right', by including sustainable procurement, including social, economic, ethical and environmental aspects, in its strategic plan or corporate strategy.

· Accountability

That this university will ensure that all suppliers are accountable by ensuring that suppliers have to answer questions on the ethical and environmental quality of their supply chains

That this university will formally mandate the setting up of a staff-student steering group, if staff and students wish, to monitor progress towards these goals. 

· Managing risk

That this university will incorporate meaningful sustainability criteria into all its tendering for high-risk products and services. 

· Monitoring

That this university recognises that asking suppliers questions with limited staff capacity enables some suppliers still to commit human rights abuses and therefore the university commits to joining and paying the small annual fee for the Worker Rights Consortium, an independent labour rights monitoring organisation.
