Role Description: Based in your People & Planet group and working closely with People &
Planet staff and other volunteers, Media & Communications volunteers will
work to get their campaigning activities communicated to a wide range of
audiences. They will do this by:

e Building up a list of and maintaining relationships with media contacts.
e Writing press releases and following them up with interviews.

e Writing articles and/or blogs for printed media and the web, including
regular items for the P&P newsletter.

e Finding creative ways to get your message across to large audiences (for
example using YouTube).

Accountable to: An assigned member of Outreach Staff in the People & Planet office.
What is expected of a Media & Communications volunteer?

This role will take up around two days per month. You will be expected to stay in regular phone and
email contact with your outreach staff member and attend the following:

« Shared Planet 2009 (dates and venue TBC).
« A mid year review meeting in January '09.*
« A debrief meeting in June '09.*
