We, the undersigned, are appalled that Fruit of Loom's subsidiary, the Russell Corporation, has fired 1500 Honduras workers simply for practising their human rights by joining a trade union. Furthermore we are horrified that these workers, who Fruit of the Loom has a moral responsibility to protect, have faced death threats and that the actions of Fruit of the Loom have further increased the immediate and serious danger facing these workers and others in Honduras.

We demand that our University and Student Union ensure that all it's garments are produced in accordance with the International Labour Organisation's employment conventions which ensure that basic human rights are upheld. Please also ensure that the Fairtrade Steering Group commits to ensuring that products bought by the University and Student Union are sweat-free.
