Example Wear Fair Policy:

.................... School assigns great importance to our role within the wider world. The Government’s Sustainable Schools Framework expects each school to be a beacon of Global Citizenship by 2020, including by changing its procurement practices. The school therefore commits to supporting, using and promoting Fairtrade cotton uniforms and garments. This will contribute to the achievement or renewal of Fairtrade School Status.

1. Implementing this policy

The school will implement this policy through the staff-student committee or Fairtrade steering group. The committee or group will meet at least once a term to continuously monitor and improve the school's commitment to Fairtrade cotton garments.

2. Sale, licensing or procurement of Fairtrade cotton garments

The school will ensure, as far as it is feasible, that its uniform and other garment suppliers work towards supplying only Fairtrade cotton garments, or at the least supply a Fairtrade cotton option where cotton is a part or a whole of the garment concerned. If a supplier does not supply a Fairtrade cotton option where it is possible, the school will work constructively with the supplier to ensure that it does, or otherwise will consider changing suppliers towards one that will. If the school chooses to have Fairtrade cotton garments only as an option, the school will encourage take-up of the Fairtrade option. 

3. Promotion

The school will promote Fairtrade cotton garments as part of a broader strategy of support for Fairtrade using the following methods:

· Articles and other appropriate material about Fairtrade will be published in the student newspaper or newsletter, on the school website and in other appropriate publications such as the school prospectus.

· A series of promotional events will be held in Fairtrade Fortnight at the end of February. 

4. Staff and student support

All members of the school will be actively encouraged to support the Fairtrade cotton uniform and garments policy. Details of the policy will be communicated throughout the school and efforts to support Fairtrade generally will be strongly encouraged.
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
